
South Carolina Code of Regulations 13-401. Examinations for Securities Agents, 
Investment Advisers, and Investment Adviser Representatives. 

A. Examinations for securities agents. A passing grade on an examination 
appropriate based upon the type of securities being sold, and the Uniform Securities 
Agent State Law Examination (Series 63) or the Uniform Combined State Law Exam 
(Series 66) or such other examination as may be designated by the Securities 
Commissioner by rule or order, must be furnished, as proof, in any application for 
registration as a principal of a broker-dealer or registration as an agent. No person who 
has passed the designated examinations shall again being conducted by the agent or 

broker-dealer may require the passing 

of a new examination.
